Christmas tree tags are available for sale - Enjoy the great outdoors while 
keeping a Christmas tradition alive.  The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) and 
Forest Service in southwest Oregon are selling personal-use Christmas tree permits 
through a combined program of serving local communities.  Permit Tags are $5 each 
and can be purchased from any Medford BLM or Rogue River-Siskiyou National Forest 
Office.  Call the Forest Service for more information.

Safety Tips - Check weather and road conditions before leaving home.  Be prepared for 
unexpected changes!  Carry appropriate items, including saw, shovel, gloves, boots, flashlight, 
first-aid kit, warm clothing, and rope for securing your tree.  NOTE:  Some public roads are not 
maintained in the winter, so carry tire chains.  Always let someone know where you plan to 
harvest your Christmas tree and when you expect to return.
